Post-graduate strand at ICTD 2010 (IEEE/ACM International Conference on Information and Communication Technologies and Development)

A full-day post-graduate strand at ICTD 2010 will take place on the first day of the conference and is co-hosted by IPID (The International Network for Post Graduate Students in the Area of ICT4D, http://www.ipid.se) and postgraduates in the ICT4D Collective (http://www.ict4d.org.uk/). The day will consist of two parts. In the morning session there will be paper presentations and discussions and in the afternoon session we will have interactive panels focusing on both professional and academic related questions (e.g. getting published, working in the field of ICT4D, ethical and moral issues in doing ICT4D research and implications/possibilities of ICT for Development). The aim is to have a creative and friendly day where we can discuss and help each other.
The ICTD conference is the latest in the series of highly successful international ICTD conferences held in Doha (2009), Bangalore (2007) and Berkeley (2006).  It aims to provide a forum for researchers, practitioners and all those with interests in the use of information and communication technologies in development practice to meet to discuss the latest research advances in the field (more information can be found at http://www.ictd2010.org/).

The purpose of the post-graduate strand is for post-graduates and other young researchers to share their experiences in the ICT4D field in order to gain more knowledge on how ICT use for development can be improved. Authors are invited to share their research about, and experiences from, the entire field of ICT4D. Both empirical research and conceptual papers are being sought. The post-graduate strand runs in parallel with other workshops and while presenting is restricted to current postgraduates, attendance is open to all participants of ICTD2010. 
Topics of interest include, but are not limited to:
· Bridging the digital divide

· Applications of ICT for development

· ICTs role in development practice

· Theoretical frameworks  

· Methodological applications in ICTD research  
Paper submission

We ask for short papers and we are interested in both practical and theoretical papers, completed and research in progress papers. The papers should be submitted in word format and not exceed 2500 words. All papers will be reviewed by the organizing committee for quality and relevance. Please send your papers to Mathias Hatakka (mathias.hatakka@oru.se). So as to maximise the number of post-graduate papers at the conference, actual presentations will be restricted to 15 minutes.

All accepted papers will be published on the IPID website (http://www.ipid.se) and on the conference CD/USB stick (branded as Postgraduate session). 

Best paper award

Up to three papers will be selected as the best papers of our postgraduate strand. The initial screening will be done by the postgraduate organizing committee and then a panel of senior researchers within the field will select the best of the short-listed papers.
